Qur day in prophecy

TM 364:2-3 "Everything in our world is in agitation. Coming
events cast their shadow before. The signs of the times are ominous.
The winds are held by the four angels; a moment of respite has been
graciously given us of God. Every power lent us of God, whether
physical, mental, or moral, is to be sacredly cherished to do the

itence. and the greatest need...God is now calling upen His messengers

in no uncertain terms to warn the cities while mercy still lincers,
and while multitudes are still susceptible to the converting influence
of Bible truth.” TM 195:3 "Cities and towns are steeped in sin; yet
there are Lots in every Sodom."
